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Keeping a faith look out in times of hardship 

is not at all an easy task.  Note, I did not 

say that you have the appearance of faith, 

but you actually have faith. The fact of the 

matter is that your life has 

changed around you and now it is 

going to take some getting used 

to the idea that things have 

changed.  That realization comes 

with the first analysis that you 

make.  You may remarkéóMy how 

things have changed quickly in my 

life.ó  But realization is the first 

step in correcting or simply deal-

ing with the problem at hand.  

The next thing that you must 

decide is again simple; decide what you will 

do about the situation.  Not how you will 

handle it but whether you will handle it or 

not. Sometimes some things are better left 

alone.  The criteria for this consideration is 

to determine whether you caused the situa-

tion or if you inherited it from someone 

else. This will next lead you to the 

determination whether you will take on the 

situation and if so, the methods you will 

choose in order to correct what is askew in 

your life.  Remember, most often 

the problem cannot be solved with 

many others involved, this has to 

be your commitment.  You may 

even feel that you are all alone, 

but at this point is where the Lord 

comes in and sees your struggle in 

a way that only he can recognize.  

Once this important criteria is 

established, then clearly you will 

have given a place for the help 

that God will give to you in the 

time you need HIM the most.  A couple of 

critical ways to know this is first through 

faith and a desire for things to change. Af-

terwards, the second thing that will happen 

is God himself will speak a solution which 

will bring you the joy that God desires for 

you and your life through Jesus Christ.
